As an Investor, you may have questions about the process of investing with CM Capital Services (CMCS), beginning with the paperwork 

necessary to open an account through the servicing of your Trust Deed by the CMCS Loan Servicing Department. Your primary contact 

for investment selection will be a CMCS Investment Associate. CMCS takes pride in setting high standards for documentation and due 

diligence. This results in a more extensive paperwork process than some other investment companies. However, we believe in the added 

due diligence as part of our philosophy to be thorough and always keep the best interest of our Investors in mind when determining 

Investor suitability.  

B E C O M I N G  A N  I N V E S T O R 
Upon expressed interest in Trust Deed investments, each Investor or investing entity is required to meet suitability standards and 

complete a CMCS Investor Account Form, Loan Servicing Agreement, Investor’s Acknowledgment of Understanding, Disbursement of 

Monthly Interest Payments, and Disbursement Disclosure form. Each Investor must also complete a Form W-9 and provide a copy of 

a valid government-issued photo identifi cation (i.e., drivers license, state-issued identifi cation, passport, or military identifi cation). Trusts 

and Partnerships may be required to provide additional supporting entity documentation.  *For your convenience, a document checklist 

has been provided in your CMCS Investor Kit. 

S E L E C T I N G  A N  I N V E S T M E N T 
Investors should have a choice when selecting Trust Deed investments. This is why CMCS underwrites loans with the Investor in 

mind. Investors have the opportunity to select loans backed by real property in the categories of land acquisition, development, and 

construction for both residential and commercial sectors. First and Second Trust Deed investment opportunities are available. Please 

inform your CMCS Investment Associate of your specifi c investment parameters so that we may better serve you.  

D O C U M E N TAT I O N  R E Q U I R E D  O N C E  I N V E S T M E N T  I S  S E L E C T E D 
Upon selecting an investment that meets your requirements, Investor loan documentation will be originated for the specifi c loan executed. 

Investor loan authorization and disclosure forms are required by the Mortgage Lending Division of the State of Nevada. All documentation 

is mailed to the address provided on your Investor Account Form with an enclosed postage-paid return envelope for your convenience.  

Each investment will require the following documentation:   

Acknowledgement of Request/Waiver of Documents – 

Investor must review and sign.  This form is generated according to  your preference to receive or waive specifi c items related to the 

loan and borrower prior to loan funding.

Special Power of Attorney – 

Investor must review and sign before a notary.  The Investor allows CMCS special Power of Attorney capabilities applicable on 

each loan an Investor is participating in. Limitations are specifically listed and will be applicable for the duration of loan servicing. For your 

convenience, CMCS has several notaries available in our office.

Acknowledgment of Insider Potential Investment –  

Investor must review and sign. This form lists the potential Investment Entities as possible Insider Investors investing with you on the 

subject loan.  

Mortgage Investment Disclosure Form – 

Investor must review and sign. This document provides a summary of loan terms and discloses the risks and potential costs involved 

with Trust Deed investments, as well as your rights as an Investor. A signed and dated copy is provided for your records.  

Additional documentation may be required based upon individual loan requirements. 

F U N D S 
Investors may wire funds or send a check payable to CM Capital Services on or before the date the loan is scheduled to fund.  

Checks should be mailed to CM Capital Services, LLC, 1291 W. Galleria Drive, Suite 220, Henderson, NV 89014, or mailed with the 

above mentioned documents in the provided return envelope. Wiring instructions will be provided to you upon request.

R E C O R D I N G  T H E  L O A N

Once Borrower loan documents are drawn up, they are sent to the title company for execution. The title company then sends the Deed 

of Trust that identifies each Investor and the amount invested to the County Recorder’s Office to be recorded as public record. The title 

company then sends CMCS the executed Deed of Trust, Promissory Note, Title Insurance and additional internal loan documents. Each 

Investor will receive a recorded copy of the Deed of Trust, Promissory Note, Title Insurance and Guaranty from CMCS.

Once the loan has recorded, CMCS’ Loan Servicing Department will provide each Investor with superior service to process monthly 

interest payments and account statements, investment payoffs and address any payment-related question you may have about 

your investment. Your Investment Associate will contact you regarding investment payoffs and investment opportunities as they are 

available.
